Southern Tier Region Community Revitalization Program

Part A. ESD and Part B. Multi-Modal #4 
2012
In 2011 the Southern Tier Regional Economic Development Council was awarded $4,799,000 by New York State to establish the Southern Tier Region Community Revitalization Program.   The initiative includes $2,500,000 from Empire State Development Corporation (Part A. ESD) and $2,299,000 from the NYS Department of Transportation Multi-Modal #4 Program (Part B. MM#4).     
A project funded by the Southern Tier Region Community Revitalization Program may receive an award that consists of funding from both sources.  All projects must be located in Broome, Chemung, Chenango, Delaware, Schuyler, Steuben, Tioga or Tompkins Counties.
Part A. ESD Project Funding:  The ESD funding will support projects that utilize a collaborative approach to provide improved and diverse downtowns, mixed use options, and commercial and retail opportunities linked to discrete neighborhoods centers.  Revitalization projects will create quality commercial space for commercial development and additional mixed use options, while building on existing infrastructure with upgrades and new construction in keeping with the downtown and neighborhood commercial center character.  Funding is intended for redevelopment of key commercial buildings and infill of new buildings, and will be in the form of loan/grant packages.  Eligible applicants include cities, towns, villages, local development corporations (LDC), industrial development agencies (IDA), business improvement districts, downtown development agencies, and other community and economic development entities.
Part B. MM#4 Project Funding:  The MM#4 funding provides reimbursement grants for five transportation capital project “modes” including certain Rail, Port, Fixed Ferry Facility, Airport, and State and Local Highway and Bridge projects (excluding Transit and Maritime transportation projects).  Eligible applicants include counties, cities, towns, villages, public or privately owned airports, rail freight facilities, ports, privately owned airport, port, ferry line, and intercity rail passenger businesses that are used for public transportation purposes.
The deadline for receipt of applications of 3 PM, Monday, July 2, 2012.
