
SCSD summary

	The SCSD encompasses the Cities of Saratoga Springs and Mechanicville, the Towns of Day, Edinburg, Corinth, Moreau, Greenfield, Wilton, Northumberland, Galway, Saratoga, Charlton, Malta, Stillwater, Clifton Park, Halfmoon, portions of Milton and Ballston, the Villages of Schuylerville, Victory, Galway, Ballston Spa, Round Lake, and Stillwater totaling 713 sq. miles (456,398 acres).
The SCSD operates an Activated Sludge Plant located on a 35 Acre plot in the Town of Halfmoon. It currently is assessed at $3,118,200. It has a maximum capacity of 43.4 MGD (million gallons/ day). On average the plant treats 13 MGD. Sewage is brought into the plant via 250 miles of sewer line (gravity and forced). There are 341 grinder pumps, 86 pump stations, and 3800 manholes along the way.

SCWA Summary

	The SCWA District is comprised of 14 non-contiguous sub-districts. They encompass parts of the Towns of Moreau, Wilton, Malta, Ballston, Stillwater, and Clifton Park totaling 47 sq. miles (30,086 acres). 

The 18,240 sq. ft. SCWA operates a Membrane Filtration Plant located on a 22 acre plot in the Town of Moreau. The Water Treatment Plant has the capability of producing 14 MGD (million gallons/ day) of potable water and will be expanded to 26 MGD in the future. The Plant utilizes chemical coagulation, membrane filtration, pH adjustment, and disinfection processes. It currently is assessed at $2,500,000. The untreated source water is pulled from the Hudson River on the north-west side of the Town of Moreau. Water is transferred along 43.5 miles of waterline. On the waterline there are 89 hydrants, 55 manholes, and 89 water valves.

Land includes the water treatment plant property and pipeline easements. 

Land Improvements: $1,778,774 
Land improvements included improvements at the Raw Water Pump Station, Stream Mitigation Improvements and at the Water Treatment Plant. 

Buildings: $9,305,404 
Buildings include the Raw Water Pump Station Building, the Membrane Building, the Administration Building, the High Lift Pump Station, and the Tank Control Building.

Infrastructure: $60,336,887 
Infrastructure includes the Raw Water Intake, the Raw Water Electrical Service, the Raw Water Pump Station plant, the Water Plant site plant, the Water Plant Electrical Service, the Membrane Plant, the Powdered Activated Carbon Silo, the Recycle Pump Station, the Lagoons, the High Lift Pump Station plant, the Raw Water Transmission Main (9,025 ft. of 30 inch pipe), Raw Water Underground Conduit, Water Plant site pipelines, 36 inch Finished Water Transmission Main (90,087 ft.), 30 inch Finished Water Transmission Main (62,777 ft.), 24 inch Finished Water Transmission Main (1,346 ft.), Air Valves (58), Hydrants (92), Mainline Valves (43), Tees for Customer Connections (27), Sewer from Water Plant to Saratoga County Sewer District No. 1 (3 inch, 33,058 ft.), Pipe Bridge at the Mourning Kill, a one million gallon pre-stressed concrete storage tank at the Water Plant (Clearwell), a five million gallon steel standpipe at LFTC (5 MG Tank), water pipeline at the 5 MG Tank, water pipeline supported on the bridge at the Ballston Creek, 30 inch Drain piping for the 5 MG Tank overflow (798 ft.), and Meters at customer connections (two 16 inch, one 12 inch, and two 8 inch).

Machinery & Equipment: $9,294,722 
Machinery and equipment includes four Raw Water Pumps, Raw Water Air System for cleaning the Intake Screens, Raw Water Generator for Emergency Power, Water Plant Generator for Emergency Power, Water Plant Electrical Distribution Equipment, four High Lift Pumps, Instrumentation and Controls, Membrane Equipment including three Membrane Feed Pumps, two Air Compressors, two Blowers, 7 Membrane Racks with piping and controls and 92 membrane modules( total of 644 membrane modules), and CIP (clean in place) tanks and chemical feed equipment, Radio Telemetry (Water Plant master, 5 MG Tank repeater, and radio units at customer connections), and Security systems.

Vehicles: $148,334
Vehicles include a forklift truck, a Ford Escape, three Ford F-250 pickup trucks, a John Deere Compact Tractor, and a Kubota Tracked Utility Vehicle.

Office Equipment & Furniture: $76,953 
Office equipment and furniture were provided at the Administration Building and Membrane Building.

Water Treatment Plant 
Description: Membrane filtration plant on 21.86 acres, located at 260 Butler Road in the Town of Moreau (tax map #62.00-1-12.2). 

Potter Road Pump Station 
Description: Water pumping station on leased land owned by Brookfield Power Corp.

Luther Forest Water Tank 
Description: 5 Million Gallon Water tank and electrical building that houses equipment necessary to maintain the operation of the tank. Tank is located on land owned by the Luther Forest Technology Campus Economic Development Corporation.
