Reports/Discussions/Motions: (during public portion of meeting)
Motion to thank Chancellor Syverud for his service as Co-Chair for the past two years made by Neil Murphy and seconded by Mike Treadwell.
Introduction of new Co-chair, Danielle Laraque-Arena, and several new members to the Council (M. Szidat, Jochen Becker, T. Verrier, K. Hicks and C. Hampson).  
Updates given on the following subject matters:
Consensus update given by Neil Murphy: over 70 meetings held with over 4,000 participants since January.  Based on meetings, the group is engaging in a study to further advance initiative.  Senator DeFrancisco indicated that the pending study needs to show real cost savings.
Veteran’s Complex update given by Tim Drumm:  Building has been chosen and the search for architectural firms has been narrowed down to 3. Once chosen, the budget will be finalized.  The hope is to begin in Spring 2017 with a completion date in 2019.
Ag Initiative update given by Jim Fayle:  Group has not made much progress.  They will engage experts in aseptic packaging and indoor farming to join the committee.  Also will reach out to Finger Lakes region to coordinate efforts.
Alliance for Economic Inclusion update given by Ann Rooney:  Completed the $30M endowment by funding the remaining $20M.  Finalizing the detail on the remaining $10M dedicated to this initiative.  Onondaga County has committed to advancing the $10M to help non-profits advance their mission.  A question was asked if Onondaga County‘s up front contribution on the remaining$10M could be used by all counties and the answer is yes.  Senator DeFrancisco commented that the Say Yes Program needs to ensure that students be college ready.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Inland Port update given by Rob Simpson:  Initial location not suitable, looking at numerous other sites.  DOT is doing a needs assessment/location study.  Senator DeFrancisco asked if this project was assigned to DOT.  Rob Simpson indicated he thought DOT, ESD, and the Governor’s Office were all involved.
UAS update given by Rob Simpson: Was chosen to host the 2nd annual UTM conference to be held in Syracuse and Rome in November 2016.  State provides $5.1M to be used to start the planning and design of the NuStar and U-Safe facility.
Jim Fayle reviewed the new REDC guidelines involving the annual completion of Code of Conduct and Statement of Interest forms; changes in scoring committee membership, and when to recuse.  The URI application process was also reviewed. (all attached)
Jason Chiesa gave an update on the draft progress report.  Said 95% material is in.  Requested Council to please review and submit comments and recommendations to be incorporated into the Progress Report.
Jim Fayle provided a status update of all projects in the previous five rounds.  Currently 73% of projects are either completed or in progress without major issues.
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
