	Grants
	Assist a small business w/ traditional economic development activities (attract, expand and retain business)
	Small business is defined as a commercial enterprise w/ 25 or fewer full time employees

	
	Units of local government (non-entitlement communities)
	Grants
	Construction or renovation of facilities that serve special needs, senior services, child care centers, removal of barriers for disabled.
	May also be used for standalone public works activities (sidewalk, street parking, open space, public utilities)

	
	Units of local government (non-entitlement  communities)
	Grants
	Public infrastructure activities (water storage, sewer collection/treatment, flood/storm control)
	51% of those who benefit must be low – moderate-income (Census data)
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
